According to the article 1 of the order N:290 of July 26, 2012 by the Minister of Finance of Georgia
following are the Customs Crossing Points of Georgia: *Teiteli Khidi*, “Sadakhio vehicles”, "Sadakhlo
Raiway”, "Gardabant”, "Mtkvari”, *Akhkepi®, Gugutl”, “Lagodekhl”, ~samtatskaro®, “Kazbegi”, "Vale”,
“Ninotsminda”, “Sarpi”, «yutaisi and Senakl Ajrports and Kutaisl Free industrial Zone and Kutalsi
Hualing free Industrial Zone” , “Thbillsl pirpart and Free Industrial Zone of Thilisi Technological Park”,
~gatumi Airport”, “Pati and Kulevi Airports and poti Free Industrial Zone” “Kartsakhi construction Zone”,
“Kartsakhi”.

Mareover according to part 4 of the article mentioned above any goods which are not prohibited 10 be
imported/exported to/from Georgia, can enter or exit fts Customs territory through mentioned
Customs Crossing points.

Mentioned customs crossing points work 24 hours, are equipped with modern equipment and staffed
with professionals. Customs crossing points due to their specifics are designated for movement of
physical persons, trucks, vehicles, trains and sea and alr transportation means.

Customs crossing point “Samtatskaro” is designated for pedestrian movement and CCP “Mtkvari® for
pedestrian and vehicle movements only.
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
